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Experiments in glider snatching were first carfigdUnited States airmen when the importance ottlauating
wounded from difficult jungle and other remote aréacame obvious. Packets of mail had been snabeierk the War
in the United States and experiments have beeructed recently with snatching live personnel.

The snatching of gliders off the ground by aeroptaftying at over 100 m.p.h. has now been reducedfine art. Fail-
ures to effect a good pick-up are becoming moreraoik rare. At an aerodrome near the South Coast sburses are
given in snatching and being snatched. Waco Hadlrigliders are snatched and Douglas Dakotas dsthgching. The
glider pilot trainees come from the Glider Pilotsginent, and the R.A.F. Dominion pilots fly the D#ds.

CFIG Scholarship Program

BESC is continuing the offer of a CFIG Scholardhipgram. To qualify for application to the ScholépsProgram, you

must

1. have been a member of BESC for 1 year or more, and

2. have a Glider commercial rating.

Once approved for the program, you will qualify fermbursement after you have passed:

3. the Fundamentals of Instruction knowledge test;
4. the CFIG knowledge test; and
5. the CFIG practical test.

You will then be reimbursed, up to a combined timit of $500, for your CFIG Knowledge and Praefidest fees, and
BESC glider and tow fees incurred during the pursiiihe CFIG rating.

Safety

Unfortunately our Pacific Northwest Region has seeeral bad accidents. These accidents tend theg&AA attention-
spotlight pointed right at our area. We must alivetto have all of our actions coated with a Ibsafety-consciousness.
Saying this in another words: If the FAA looks atuythe safety aspects of your operation and yotimregs must be
squeaky clean. You must look really safe. Thatim will reduce the chance of accidents, and valpho turn-off the

FAA spotlight.

Part of that spotlight without doubt will includeone ramp checks. Press-generated stories abobRi#Ns over-zealous
use of power in an attempt to discover and pursalations during a ramp check circulated widelyt,Bliyou know
what a ramp check is all about, and you are agslfe and are prepared for it, a ramp check isanbig deal.

A ramp check is nothing more than an random, orsfia inspection conducted by either the FAA, NTSfte and lo-
cal law enforcement officials, or a representatif/@ransportation Security Administration, (FAR6()Bto ensure com-

pliance with applicable regulations.

The two main ingredients of a typical ramp cheak ailot compliance and aircraft compliance.

For pilot compliance, you must present your piled anedical (if you have other than a glider ratiogjtificates to the
inspector. Do not forget that nowadays this inctuseme form of Government-issued picture ID. ftipartant to re-
member pilots (other than students) are not requoearry their logbooks with them, so the inspecannot make a de-
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termination of BFR, and other currency. And, yoecheot volunteer that information. But you can éguested to sup-
ply that at a later date by the inspector.

Aircraft compliance includes the standard AROW fsyolu look for every time you take out one of ygliders (You do
look for that, don’t you?): airworthiness certifieaaircraft registration, operating limitationsqR), and weight and bal-
ance information. The check may also include apenson of the exterior of the aircraft. AccordirmgAOPA's ramp
check seminar, the FAA does not have the legaloaitytto board/inspect the interior of a plane lgeaperated under
Part 91. They also do not have the authority tpeng or revoke a pilot or medical certificate immagely following the
check.

Since the aircraft logs are not kept in the gliddetermination of required inspections and conmgkawith applicable
Airworthiness Directives can only be done at arldege. This may be requested by the inspectoséied copies of the
appropriate material to the FAA.

The PIC is responsible for determining the airwimlss of the aircraft prior to flight. Legally, shivould include an in-
spection of the aircraft logs prior to flight. Wiithis is not practical in a club situation, we altdortunate to belong to a
club which insists on the highest degree of airhiogss and compliance possible, both legally asdnesically. And all
of us must keep it that way. Thus, for us clubtgileve ought to know that the paper-stuff is ie fibbinet in the Hangar,
and what it looks like.

Safe pilots will find that a ramp-check is not asllas it is talked about. The inspector will revibe paper work, ask
some questions about currency and may requesteitlkaweight and balance problem. That should bk yiou approach
the check with courtesy, a co-operative attitudel, show the inspector you have safety in mind, rahgek will be a
near-enjoyable experience.

Decision Altitude on Rope Break
Heinz Gehlhaar with help of the BESC Instructor cps
Do you know how much safety margin you have with ‘standard” 200 ft as the "safe maneuveringualét to return
to the airport? How much altitude do you think yeally use up to return to the runway safely? Oag t® answer that
guestion is measure it. But do it safely, at adétu
First, find your favorite instructor and go outsome practice area. Start at a safe altitude #at @000 feet AGL) and
get yourself in a takeoff configuration, at a pnopeeed, and in direction along and directly ovhigdaway. Have your
instructor mark the altimeter as he hollers: “Ropeak!!!” At that point, you execute a turn-arowsnat get back over
that highway. Your instructor can then read thi¢uale lost when you are aligned.

There are at least two caveats to be recognized:
First and most importantly, most likely the altitubss measured is theEastyou can expect to loose. Here are some of
the reasons:
1. You expect the rope break. No surprise. No thinkidg sh...,! What happened? What do | do now?” Alttog
uses reaction time.
2. Your pitch attitude is all wrong. On tow your naaétude is higher than during this simulation léit@de. Thus
the normally required nose-down adjustment is reetded. This erroneously saves some more reaatien ti
3. Your visual perception at the test altitude isvaibng: You do not need to fear striking a wingiffmu will most
likely fly with better coordination. Alignment wittunway-centerline will not be needed (becausewon't no-
tice that you are off)
Second, and equally important, don't cheat andhisemeasured altitude as your new “return-to-atperiterion. There
are other factors which determine wether you wamake a 180 and land downwind. One factor is am poe-takeoff
checklist:wWind CheckThat is, Direction and Strength). If the wind is tgtrong, it may not be a good idea to do a down
wind landing no matter what your altitude. In famt, strong winds, if you are low, stay straightahekeep your nose
down, and get the spoilers out. This in almostaties will get you back on the remaining runwayrduhigh winds.

The result of this simulation should demonstratgdo that at 200 ft you have some margin for emoif not, that you
should increase your decision altitude for premeatarmination of tow.

Remember. it is far better to land out and landhwlie glider in controlled flight than to try tortuback too low and stall
or strike one wing tip while trying to maneuver.

PS: Be sure to clear the area around you beforgttilis maneuver!
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Passing of an Era

Paul A. Schweizer, a soaring pioneer and cofounti€chweizer Aircraft, died in Elmira, New York, dwugust 18. He
was 91. Paul Schweizer was known around the warlghaaviation pioneer, an avid sailplane pilot, atifelong pro-

moter of the sport of soaring.

Schweizer fell in love with aviation during its gein age in the 1920s. In 1930 he and his two brstignie and Bill,
designed and built their first glider and taugharttselves to fly. Since that humble beginning, ScheveAircraft has
produced more than 6,000 aircraft, including mbent2,100 sailplanes and gliders. Today, Schwdizeraft produces
helicopters, unmanned aerial vehicles, and covevesllance aircraft.

And, changing things even more, Sikorsky Aircraftlannounced an agreement to acquire the Schv@nepany. The
deal has been approved by the leadership of batipanies, and it's expected to close later this. yide Schweizer
Company will operate as a wholly owned subsididr@i@orsky.
