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President’s Notes 
It’s that time of year, the rain is back, soaring days are 
fewer, and it’s time to reflect on the year that’s passed 
and plan for the next season.  My year as President-elect 
has passed all too quickly and now it’s my turn to act as 
PIC.  I want to thank Fred for his work this past year as 
well as the work of the board and our directors.  We’ve 
pretty much absorbed all the changes from the merger, 
though there are still a few sticky details with our 
governmental bureaucrats.  The fleet is looking pretty 
good for the most part though as we know airplanes need 
constant attention and care to keep them safe to fly. 

As I begin my term as President I have a list of things 
I’d like to accomplish over the next year: 

Financial stability – The club is facing some significant 
near-term and long-term obligations.  One of our tow 
planes is beyond its engine’s TBO. It’s still safe to fly 
but someday will need a a major overhaul, probably in a 
year or two.  Farther out on the horizon the ground 
leases on the hangers come due and we’ll face a bit hit in 
the pocket book to retain them.  We can’t continue to 
operate on a break even basis; we need to save for the 
future.  To that end a modest increase in dues and glider 
fees was approved at the annual meeting.  In addition 
we’ll be reviewing our expenditures looking for savings 
where we can find them. 

Expanding our horizons - This past year we had 
several operations at remote sites.  (Kudos to Hans for 
organizing them).  I’d like to continue to push out and 
allow our members to fly in new and challenging 
environments.  Building on our experience we can 
expect to again go East of the Cascades and beyond.  I 
hope we can again support the Dust Up competition in 
Ephrata on Memorial Day. 

Arlington operations – We saw a huge growth in 
student operations this year which at times was taxing on 
our towing capacity.  A robust KAWO operation is 
necessary for both students and licensed pilots alike.  It 
seems that our constraining factors are not tow planes 
but tow pilots and instructors.  I’ve talked with a number 
of members who’re interested in pursuing their 
commercial and instructor ratings and I’d like to 
encourage them to continue on get their CGIG ratings.  
It’s winter and what’s a more perfect time to hit the 
books and take the written exam so you’re ready for the 
check ride in Spring.  As to tow pilots, the big issue is 
sufficient tail dragger hours to satisfy our insurance.  
Sometime in the future we may see a tricycle gear tow 
plane but for the foreseeable future our Cub and 
Pawnees are it.  I’d like to start recruiting tail dragger 
pilots to join us.  If you have any flying buddies who’d 
qualify buy them a beer and see if they’re interested.  

For our current pilots I’d like to ask them to see if their 
schedule would allow for one more day each month.   

Volunteering - This club operates and can provide 
affordable services to its members ONLY because of the 
efforts of our members.  As in so many non-profits, the 
bulk of the work can land in the laps of a small 
minority.  I think the root of this is we simply don’t ask 
members to get involved.  I’m personally asking each of 
you to look at your contribution to the club this past year 
and reflect on what you can do in the future.  While it 
takes special skills and ratings to be an instructor or tow 
pilot, anyone can do many of the jobs that need to be 
done.  We’ll be posting a “job jar” for projects related to 
the aircraft, hangers, and club house.  And I’d like to 
start a Field Manager course so that we have someone 
running operations every weekend.   Please contact me 
or any board member with your ideas and plans. 

The Gliders – We’ll continue to look for opportunities 
to improve the fleet.  After the merger we took a look at 
our needs and assets which resulted in the sale of three 
older ships and the purchase of a new single place.  I 
think it’s time again to review the usage of our existing 
gliders and adjust things as needed.  A glass twin for 
X/C training is the one thing we lack and I hope to 
resume negotiating for a  lease on one. 

Sense of community –There’s an old saying the “Eagles 
don’t fly in flocks”.   This sport attracts individuals with 
a strong sense of independence.  But that said, we do 
share common interests and face common challenges.  
I’d like to see more socializing as part of the sport.  A 
couple of things that come to mind are a Spring Cleaning 
day in the hangers followed by beer and burgers on the 
club.  I’d like to see some sessions to share the 
knowledge about weather, flying technique, and X/C. 

Communications- I expect to keep you informed of all 
that happens in the club.   The board and I commit to 
keeping you in the loop as our plans turn into action.  In 
addition to GlidePath we’ll make the board meeting 
minutes available to you in a timely manner.  I also 
expect members to contact me or other board members 
with any concerns or ideas you have. 

In summary, I look forward to this next year.  I sense a 
growing enthusiasm within the membership and hope to 
use that energy to expand our horizons.  It’s going to be 
a fun year.

Safety of the Fleet and You 
You have all received various tomes from me in the last 
month regarding the status of various gliders.  I would 
like to point out that there is an underlying message.  
That message is that YOU are responsible for YOUR 
safety when using our equipment. 

This last month, we have had two items come up that, if 
not found, could have lead to safety of flight issues.  In 
order of occurrence: 

1. The flaperons on the Apis developed a quarter of 
an inch of differently play from the right to the 
left side.  No flutter or buzzing was reported, but 
the play grew progressively.  The ship captain, 
Bruce Bulloch, noticed the condition.  Brad Hill, 
also an Apis owner, had a similar problem on his 

glider and fixed it at a lower wear level that our 
ship had.  This is the only glider that has an 
Experimental ticket.  No one really knows at 
what lever a controlability problem would be 
encountered and more importantly, no one 
knows how the ship would handle if it did start 
to buzz.   

2. One afternoon, the Operations Manager, Hans 
Sendelbach, asked me to look at the control 
cables on the L-13.  The sound of actuating the 
controls changed from what he was used to 
hearing.  When I looked in the forward 
inspection port (an operation that should be 
done on every preflight) I was greeted with the 
sight of the control cable sawing through a 
bulkhead.  In the shop, we found that the tension 
on the cable was at 20 pounds. The normal range 
was 40 to 60 pounds.  We are lucking the 
elevator cable did not slip a pulley and jam or 
render the craft uncontrollable.  Now that ship is 
constantly being preflighted and flown by 
various experienced pilots.  It took a solo student 
to notice something was wrong 

The message here is that Stan, the CFSO, or myself, the 
Equipment Manager, cannot be in all places at all times. 
All members need to maintain due diligence and be 
responsible for their safety and the condition of the fleet. 
Therefore, I am asking all members to realize that unless 
YOU tell me there is a problem with a piece of 
equipment than I will never hear about it.  I cannot fix a 
secret.  I am also reminding everyone the 
COMPLACENCY KILLS!  Just because a ship you flew 
safely in last weekend was safe doesn't mean that it is 
OK for the next fight.  The flight in which YOU are a 
pilot. 

Well that's my scolding for this month.  I wish you all a 
Happy Holiday and hope that 2010 is a SAFE and 
prosperous year for all of us.
